Conference Theme: The integration of forest sciences with policy and
planning has been increasingly important in many jurisdictions. The
demand for soil and silviculture science information in planning and
setting policy will likely increase as the market and social demands for
certified forest products increase and the
public becomes more aware of the
requirements for evaluating sustainability
(i.e., criteria & indicators). Yet, the capacity
for organizations to provide these needs
rarely keeps up with the demand.
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This conference is aimed at showing:
1. how soil and silviculture science have shaped practice and policy in

Minnesota and Ontario,
2. what the priorities are in our science delivery, and
3. how a partnership is forming across the border to provide efficiency

in research for effective policy and information transfer.

About the Tour:
Conference delegates will spend 4 days visiting research,

monitoring, and operational sites that highlight current science and
policy issues facing resource managers in this region and beyond.
Broad topics to be examined include the relationship of soils to:

1. Site disturbance guidelines and assessment
2. Biomass for energy
3. Riparian zone management and shoreline harvesting
4. Management approaches to deal with natural disturbance events (Blowdown, fire,

pests)
5. Soil quality monitoring

Tentative Itinerary: (Full and partial tours will be available)

Full Tour: US – Canada (July 29 – August 2). To avoid delays
and meet US Custom requirements Passports are required for
all travelers entering the US by plane and recommended for all
others. Includes round trip travel from your chosen point of travel:
1) Cloquet (drop off at Duluth airport option) or 2) Thunder Bay.

Partial Tour 1 (July 29 – August 1). US Side only. Cloquet MN to Grand Portage MN
Includes round trip van travel from Cloquet MN (with drop off option on August 1 at Duluth
airport in time to catch the 12:50 flight to Minneapolis).

Partial Tour 2. (August 1 – 2) Canadian (Northwest Ontario) Side Only.
Day trips departing from Lakehead University in Thunder Bay. You should plan departures from
Thunder Bay on August 3.

Post conference tour (August 3 – 4) Canadian (Northwest Ontario) Side Only
Additional day trips to visit different sites, departing from Lakehead University in Thunder Bay.
